Red Wines of Piedmont
Barolo: A powerful and dramatic wine made from the Nebbiolo grape. It has a deep garnet color with complex and expansive aromas of plums, dried roses, tar, and licorice. Flavors are backed by substantial tannins, a dense texture, and alcohol warmth.

Barbaresco: Also made of Nebbiolo, Barbaresco wines are often more “elegant”. Because they are grown in a different location, they tend to ripen before Barolos and are aged for a year less than Barolos before they are released.

Barbera: A very productive (50% of Piedmont’s production) and versatile grape variety that is characterized by a deep ruby color; a full body that is low in tannins, and a high level of acidity.

Dolcetto: An early ripening, low-acid grape variety. The wines are deep ruby and purple in color and are characterized by soft, round, fruity, and fragrant aromas with flavors of licorice and almonds.
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
